Abstract. This paper reports the results of a comparative analysis ofthe effect
ofbiological gender onthe psychological personality structure ofamateur theatre
actors. Female actors are found to be impressionable, vulnerable and prone
to depression. Their most important personality components are communication and
family-oriented life meanings. Male actors do not show nervous exhaustion, take
criticism positively, have higher creative potential, and demonstrate prominent need
for a_\fc_hievement.
